We are doing all we can at our Sunday and Wednesday public services to maintain our congregations’ safety,     
including provision of hand sanitisers, signing in procedures to provide a tracking system, a one way system in 
church and socially distanced seating.

Public     
services will continue as above in August, but there will be no streamed services to allow everyone involved an  
opportunity to take a summer break. As further guidance is issued by the government and the Church of England, 
we will review and change what we are doing as appropriate or feasible for the autumn.

Please hold Fr Jay and Fr Stephen in your prayers as they prepare 
for this significant day in Fr Jay’s ministry, in the hope that as many people as possible will be able to attend to 
make it the celebration it should be.
